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 Royster Gains Huge Ground After Discovering More Irregularities
Undisputed Testimony Confirms election irregularities, Judge yet to rule on petition
 
Historic Northeast Kansas City, MO--- Today's automatically scheduled machine recount of the 40th District State Representative Race, ordered by the Secretary of State, revealed even more election irregularities, placing the race much closer than previously thought.  The Kansas City Election Board certification revealed more votes for Royster, who now trails John Rizzo by just one vote.
The basic Secretary of State automatic recount is a separate, less thorough, recount than that which was requested by Royster in yesterday's court hearing.  The automatic recount held today did not allow for the contesting of irregular ballots, which Royster believes are at issue. 
 Will Royster's petition for a fair election revealed numerous violations at multiple polling places, and yesterday in Court, witnesses’ testimonies went undisputed confirming that Missouri Election Law was violated, in part, by:
 

1) Allowing someone other than the voter to cast the vote
2) Allowing someone other than the voter to handle the intended voter's ballot
3) Allowing someone other than the registered voter to sign the name of another voter in the register
4) Allowing individuals to enter into the voting booth of another voter to influence their vote without Proper qualifications 
5) Failure to have the required initials of two bipartisan judges on ballots (in many cases ballots had no initials)
6)  Failure to have the minimum bipartisan pair of judges at each poll at all times
7) Failure to file required affidavits, which qualify voters to receive assistance
8) Allowing aggressive and blatant electioneering inside the poll place including br
 
All of these uncontested facts were part of witness testimony that went undisputed by the Rizzo Campaign and Kansas City Election Board in the hearing yesterday, further confirming the concerns expressed by Royster.
Additionally, candidate John Rizzo admitted to intentionally breaking a confidential court protective order intended to keep affidavits private until trial, and to protect witness testimonies from undue influence.  Rizzo contacted two key witnesses and a local blog, and provided confidential court protected documents to them.  
 
"I respect our legal process, and believe the process needs to run its course.  Our laws are in place to ensure an open and fair election, and that is why, it is critical to see this process through. The continued discovery of new irregularities is troubling, but we feel that we are in an even stronger position now than we were at the start of the day. For a candidate to aspire to write the law, a candidate must also obey and respect our laws.  As a retired Navy Lt. Commander, my campaign has been faithful to that principle and will continue to stand up for what is right,” said Will Royster.
